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Rule 13 requires that an MS4 operator develop a storm water quality management plan (SWQMP) that includes methods and measurable goals for six MCMs. The Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning Commission (NIRPC) has entered into a memorandum of understanding (MOU) with MS4 communities in Lake and Porter Counties to develop and implement a regional public education and outreach MCM (327 IAC 15-13-12) and a regional public participation and involvement MCM (327 IAC 15-13-13).
The program is also conducted and implemented on a regional scale to provide a coordinate and consistent message for the region and to identify measurable goals that quantify the progress of program implementation and performance. These BMPs and measurable goals will help establish a baseline against which future progress at reducing pollutants to the MEP can be measured. 
Minimum Control Measure 327 IAC 15-13-12 Sec.12 (a), (b), (c), (d)
Public Education and Outreach                      
Existing Public Education and Outreach BMPs
NIRPC recognized that some of the northwest Indiana MS4 communities were already meeting the minimum measures, or that only one or two practices need to be added to achieve the measure so existing practices and programs were recognized and utilized. The BMPs used in the regional program were designed and implemented on a regional basis to ensure that practical and cost effective efforts were made to educate all the constituencies in the MS4 communities and to provide opportunities and mechanisms for those communities to participate in minimizing the impacts of their activities on water quality in northwest Indiana.
· Existing Public Education and Outreach programs and activities performed by various agencies in Lake and Porter Counties

· Lake County Solid Waste Management District, education programs that dealt specifically with water quality and storm water in 2006 reached 2,000+ students in Lake County.
· Lake County Soil and Water District provide classroom water resource conservation programs to classrooms in many Lake County Schools – data are available through the SWCD.
· Porter County Parks and Recreation Department environmental education program provided water education programs to students in Porter County Schools both during the school year and during the special summer day camp program.

· Porter County Recycling and Waste Management District educators provided water education programs to 2,000+ students in in Porter County in 2006.

· The National Lake Shore Environmental Learning Center also provides ongoing water resource protection programs to over 30 classes each year.
· The Lake Michigan Household Hazardous Waste District has an ongoing public education program identifying pollution prevention activities and HHW services for residence of Lake, Porter, and LaPorte Counties in northwest Indiana.
· Over the past three years several significant watershed studies, which involved public education and outreach activities ( NIRPC Regional Watershed Plan for the Little Calumet-Galen  watershed and the Kankakee River Basin, Coffee Creek, Dunes Creek, Salt Creek, Grand Calumet, Little Calumet, Lake Michigan Coastal 6217 Non-Point Pollution Program for the Lake Michigan Watershed)

· Clean Air Car Check, with locations in Gary, Griffith, Crown Point, Hobart, Portage and Valparaiso distributed Stormwater educational materials to 50,000+ people and displayed Stormwater posters.

· Porter County Parks and Recreation Department is continuing the process of updating the Parks Master Plan that will include natural stormwater treatment sites.
· Save the Dunes conducted a technical workshop for two-stage ditch construction at the Porter County Visitor’s Center in December 2006.  Approximately eighty people attended the workshop. 

· Indiana DNR Coastal Program held its annual Coastal Week in September 2006. NIRPC collaborated with other partners in providing educational events and advertising for Coastal Week.
· Hoosier Riverwatch Water Monitoring Trainings were conducted in Porter County over the summer. 

· E. coli at the Beach Workshop for water quality professionals, coordinated by Purdue University, was scheduled for December 1, 2006.
Proposed BMPs for Public Education and Outreach
NIRPC worked with the MS4 Partners and developed a MS4 Storm Water Advisory Group to identify specific community needs and to target identified constituents, visitors, public sector employees, commercial and industrial facilities, and construction site personnel. The Advisory Group helps implement public education and outreach and public involvement and participation programs in Lake and Porter Counties.

A Storm water quality management plan for public participation and involvement requires that the SWQMP includes provisions to allow opportunities for constituents to participate in the storm water management program development and implementation. Sufficient opportunities must be allotted to involve all constituents interested in participating.
