Status of Local Stormwater Ordinance: An ordinance was adopted that enables the stormwater program.  A copy of the Stormwater Ordinance is attached.

Stormwater (Utility) Fees and Structure:  At this time no utility has been created. 

EROSION CONTROL
Valparaiso Lakes CD is encouraging contractors and developers to incorporate all effective measures in erosion control.  Bio-logs, mulch tubes, grass covered detention ponds, and retention ponds are encouraged as good best management practices in this area.  It is recommended that silt fence not be used as a filter for catch basins and that ponds not have a bare earth bottom given local soil conditions.
POST CONSTRUCTION 

Valparaiso Lakes CD is encouraging developers to consider the inclusion of rain gardens, green roofs, bypass detention and green yards to limit the pollutants and run-off flow.  Culverts, and drains without absorption fields should be limited in use.  It is also recommended that construction not be started in the Fall.
PROJECT CLOSURE

Valparaiso Lake CD does not have any current closure requirements.  
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
